On today’s ride we'll
navigate back roads leading out of the
village, up and over some medium-grade
mountains, passing by Ahka and Lisu
villages.

Tonight we’ll head to one of the coolest
restaurants in the north for dinner, then
make a visit to the fun Night Bazaar.
